How to Make a Milagro: 
Supplies : tagboard or construction paper; scissors; glue; ribbon, markers, crayons, watercolors, etc.; glitter, buttons, fabric scraps, 
and ribbon. 

1.  Discuss with the children the significance of the milagros. If possible, show them a milagro or a 
picture of a milagro. Ask them to think of how they will make their milagro.  

2.  Shape the milagro by cutting the tagboard or construction paper. 

3.  Write your response to the following question: What are your hopes, wishes and dreams 
for the future for yourself, your family, your community or your world? 

4.   Make a hole in the top of the milagro and tie a string or yarn for hanging.  Decorate with 
glitter, confetti, buttons, ribbon, etc. 

5.  Write the child's first name only, their age, city and state on the milagro.
